The City of Avondale {the “City”) Neighborhood and Family Services Department is seeking quotations from a
licensed and qualified contractor to provide all material and labor required for single family home
rehabilitation services (a “Quotation”}. Quotations will be accepted for the services only from Prequalified
Vendors. Contractors desiring to submit Quotations for single family home rehabilitation services must first (i)
submit a Statement of Qualifications in response to the City’s Request for Statements of Qualifications No. NFS
12-064, FY 2012/2013 NSP3 Housing Rehabilitation Prequalified Vendors List {“RFQ NFS 12-064") and {ii) be
selected for inclusion on the Prequalified Vendors List.

Section | — Introduction

The City is issuing this Request for Quotations to secure a qualified contractor to perform rehabilitation
services on a single family dwelling as more particularly described in the Specifications, attached hereto as
Exhibit A and incorporated herein by reference {the “Project”). Contractors must submit Quotations taking
into consideration the entire Project, inclusive of the related Plans and/or Construction Drawings. Contractors
selected pursuant to this process will be required to rehabilitate the single family home in accordance with {i)
the Specifications developed by the City, attached hereto as Exhibit A and (ii) applicable laws, codes, and other
requirements, including but not limited to HUD Housing Quality Standards, the Neighborhood Stabilization
Program regulations and the Maricopa HOME Consortium Rehabilitation Standards.

The selected contractor shall begin work on the Project on the date specified in the written Notice to Proceed
and shall complete the Project within 21 calendar days after the date specified in the Notice to Proceed.

Section Il — Pricing

All work shall be performed at the unit prices as set forth in the Specifications, attached hereto as Exhibit A.
Quotation prices shall be submitted on a per unit basis by line item, when applicable. In the event of a
disparity between the unit price and extended price, the unit price shall prevail. NOTE: All pricing blanks
must be filled in. Empty or unfilled spaces in the pricing section of the Specifications, attached hereto as
Exhibit A, shall result in a determination that a Quotation is non-responsive.
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Section lll — Instructions and Conditions:

Rehabilitation Agreement. By submitting this Quotation, the contractor is agreeing to sign the Rehabilitation
Agreement in the form acceptable to the City Attorney, a sample of which is attached to Addendum No. 1 to
the City’s RFQ NFS 12-064.

Irregular/Non-responsive Quotations. The City will consider as “irregular” or “non-responsive” and shall reject
any Quotation lacking sufficient information to enable the City to make a reasonable determination of
compliance with the Specifications. Unauthorized or unreasonable exceptions, conditions, limitations or
provisions shall be cause for rejection. Quotations may be deemed non-responsive at any time during the
evaluation process if, in the sole opinion of the City:

a. The contractor does not meet the minimum required skill, experience or requirements to perform the
work or provide the services necessary to complete the Project.

b. The contractor has a past record of failing to fully perform or fulfill contractual obligations.
c. The contractor cannot demonstrate financial stability.

d. The Quotation contains false, inaccurate or misleading statements that, in the opinion of the City
Manager or authorized designee, are intended to mislead the City in its evaluation of the Quotation.

Specification Minimums. Contractors are reminded that the Specifications stated in this Request for
Quotations are the minimum levels required and that Quotations submitted must be for services and/or
products that meet or exceed the minimum level of all features specifically listed in this Request for
Quotations. Quotations offering less than the minimum specified are not responsive and should not be
submitted. [t shall be the contractor’s responsibility to carefully examine each item listed in the Specifications.

Approval of Substitutions; Use of Equals. The materials, products, and equipment described in this Request for
Quotations establish a standard or required function, dimension, appearance and guality to be met by any
proposed substitution. When the Specifications for materials, articles, products and equipment include the
phrase “or equal,” the contractor may submit a Quotation upon and use materials, articles, products and
equipment which will perform equally the duties imposed by the general design. The City will have the final
approval of all materials, articles, products and equipment proposed to be used as an “equal.” No substitute
or “equal” will be considered unless a written Substitution/Equal Request, in the form attached hereto as
Exhibit B and incorporated herein by reference, has been received by the City or its representative at least five
City working days {Monday through Thursday, excluding holidays) prior to the due date listed above. Each
such request shall include the name of the material or equipment for which it is to be substituted or is sought
to be considered an equal and a complete description of the proposed substitute or equal, including any
drawings, cuts, performance and test data and any other information necessary for evaluation of the
substitute. If a substitute or an equal is approved, the approval shall be by written addendum to the Request
for Quotations. Contractors shall not rely upon approvals made in any other manner. No such “substitute” or
“equal” shall be purchased or installed without prior written approval from the City.

Proposal Quantities. The quantities of the various classes of work to be done and the material to be furnished
under the Rehabilitation Agreement, which have been estimated as stated in this Request for Quotations, are
only approximate and are to be used solely for the purpose of comparing, on a consistent basis, the Quotations
presented for the work on the Project. The selected contractor agrees that the City shall not be held responsible
if any of the quantities shall be found to be incorrect and the contractor will not make any claim for damages or
for loss of profits because of a difference between the quantities of the various classes of work as estimated and
the work actually done. If any error, omission or misstatement is found to occur in the estimated quantities, the

same shall not (a) invalidate this Request for Quotations, or the whole or any part of the work in accordance
herewith and for the prices herein agreed upon and fixed therefore, (b) excuse a contractor from any of the
obligations or liabilities hereunder or {c) entitle a contractor to any damage or compensation except as may be
provided in the Rehabilitation Agreement.

Mandatory Prospective Contractors” Site Wall-Through. A Mandatory Prospective Contractors’ Site Walk-
Through shall be held at the date and time indicated above. Prospective contractors must arrive at the scheduled
time and sign in with the City Representative in order to be eligible to submit a Quotation for the Project.
Quotations shall not be accepted from contractors who do not attend the Mandatory Prospective Contractors’
Site Walk-Through or from those that arrive more than five minutes after the scheduled time. The purpose of
the Prospective Contractors’ Site Walk-Through will be to clarify the contents of the Request for Quotations in
order to prevent any misunderstanding of the City's requirements. A City Representative will be present to
answer questions. Any doubt as to the requirements of this Request for Quotations or any apparent omission or
discrepancy should be presented to the City at the Mandatory Prospective Contractors’ Site Wallk-Through. The
City will then determine if any action is necessary and may issue a written addendum to the Request for
Quotations. Oral statements or instructions will not constitute an amendment or addendum to the Request for
Quotations.

New Materials. All material to be uiilized by the contractor and included in the Quotation shall be new, unless
otherwise stated in the Specifications.

Signed Quotations. All quotations must be signed with the firm name and by an officer or employee who is
authorized to bind the firm.

Payment; Discounts. Payment Terms are net 30 days unless otherwise specified by the contractor. Payment
discounts of 30 days or less wilf not be deducted from the price specified in the Quotation in determining the low
Quotation. The City shall be entitled to take advantage of any payment discount offered provided payment is
made within the discount period. Payment discounts shall be clearly indicated on the price sheet as contained in
the Specifications, attached hereto as Exhibit A.

Taxes. The City is exempt from Federal Excise Tax, including the Federal Transportation Tax. Sales tax, if any,
shall be indicated as a separate item. It is the sole responsibility of the contractor to determine any applicable
State tax rates and calculate the Quotation accordingly. Failure to accurately tabulate and applicable taxes may
result in a determination that a Quotation is non-responsive. The contractor shall not rely on, and shall
independently verify, any tax information provided by the City.

Federal Funding. It is the responsibility of the contractor to verify and comply with federal requirements that
may apply to the work (the “Federal Requirements”) as set forth in the Sample Rehabilitation Agreement
attached to Addendum No. 1to RFQ NFS 12-064. It is also the responsibility of the contractor to incorporate any
necessary amounts in the Quotation to accommodate for required federal record-keeping, necessary pay
structures or other matters related to the Federal Requirements. In addition to the applicable Federal
Requirements, this procurement is subject to a number of state and City regulations. In general, where these
rules conflict, the more stringent law or rule applies.

Cost of Quotation/Proposal Preparation. Quotations submitted for cansideration should be prepared simply and
economically, providing adequate information in a straightforward and concise manner. The City does not
reimburse the cost of developing, presenting or providing any response to this solicitation; the contractor is
responsible for all costs incurred in responding to this Reqguest for Quotations. All materials and documents
submitted in response to this Request for Quotations become the property of the City and will not be returned.
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Conforming to Specifications. Material and equipment purchased will be inspected by the receiving activity as
to meeting the quality and quantity requirements of the request for quotations. When deemed necessary,
samples of supplies or materials will be taken at random from stock received for analysis and test as to
whether the material conforms in all respects to the specifications.

Public Record. All Quotations shall become the property of the City. After award of the Rehabilitation
Agreement, Quotations shall become public records and shall be available for public inspection in accordance
with the City’s Procurement Code, except that any portion of a Quotations that was designated as confidential
pursuant to Section Ill, Paragraph 16 shall remain confidential from and after the time of Quotation opening to
the extent permitted by Arizona law.

Confidential Information. If a contractor believes that a Quotation Specification, or protest contains information
that should be withheld from the public record, a statement advising the City representative of this fact shall
accompany the submission and the information shall be identified. The information identified by the contractor
as confidential shall not be disclosed until the City's Procurement Agent makes a written determination that such
disclosure is not prohibited by law. If the Procurement Agent determines to disclose the information, the
Procurement Agent shall inform the contractor in writing of such determination.

Certification. By submitting a Quotation, the contractor certifies:

a. No Collusion. The submission of the Quotation did not involve collusion or other anti-competitive
practices.

b. No Discrimination. It shall not discriminate against any employee or applicant for employment in
violation of Federal Executive Order 11246.

¢. No Gratuity. It has not given, offered to give, nor intends to give at any time hereafter, any economic
opporiunity, future employment, gift, loan, gratuity, special discount, trip favor or service to a City
employee, officer, agent or elected official in connection with the submitted Quotation or a resultant
Rehabilitation Agreement. In the event that the resultant Rehabilitation Agreement is canceled
pursuant to this provision, the City shall be entitled, in addition to any other rights and remedies, to
recover and withhold from the contractoer an amount equal to one hundred fifty percent (150%) of the
gratuity.

d. Financial Stability. It is financially stable, solvent and has adequate cash reserves to meet all financial
obligations including any potential costs resulting from an award of the Rehabilitation Agreement.

e. No Signature/False Statement. Failure to sign the Quotation, or signing it with a false statement, shall
void the submitted Quotation and any resulting Rehabilitation Agreement and the contractor may be
debarred from further bidding in the City.

Award of Contract.

a. Evaluation. The evaluation of this Quotation will be based on, but not limited to, the following: (1)
compliance with Specifications, {2} price, including alternates, if any, and (3) contractor qualifications
to perform the work. ‘

b. Waiver, Rejection, Reissuance. Notwithstanding any other provision of this Request for Quotations,
the City expressly reserves the right to: (1) waive any immaterial defect or informality, (2) reject any or
all Quotations or portions thereof and (3) reissue a Request for Quotations.

¢. Offer. A Quotation is a binding offer to contract with the City based upon the terms, conditions and
Specifications contained in the Rehabilitation Agreement, this Request for Quotations and the
contractor’s responsive Quotation, unless any of the terms, conditions, or Specifications is modified by
a written addendum or Rehabilitation Agreement amendment. Quotations become binding upon
execution by the City of a Rehabilitation Agreement. Quotations shall be valid and irrevocable for 60
days after the due date listed above. In the event of any inconsistency, conflict or ambiguity among
the terms of the Rehabilitation Agreement, this Request for Quotations and the contractor’s
Quotation, the documents shall govern in the order listed herein.

d. Protests. Any contractor may protest this Request for Quetations issued by the City, the proposed
award of a Rehabilitation Agreement, or the actual award of a Rehabilitation Agreement. All protests
will be considered in accordance with the City Procurement Code.

Addenda. It shall be the contractor’s responsibility to check for addenda issued to this Request for Quotations.
Any addenda issued by the City with respect to this Request for Quotations will be available at:
