What we do

We train 8th grade students to implement a highly structured, evidence-based
afterschool curriculum — proven to improve reading comprehension, confidence, and
enjoyment of reading — for 3rd grade students considered to be at risk of being kept
behind, according to the Arizona State Literacy Plan.

RBBB needs excellent Site Leaders to facilitate the program afterschool for two hours,
two days a week at our partner schools. Site Leaders commit an entire semester.
