AVOndale BUSINESS LICENSE SUPPLEMENT

Thank you for your interest in a business license with the City of Avondale. The following restrictions taken
from the City of Avondale Zoning Ordinance Section 2 regulating home occupations:

1. No more than 25% or 400 square feet of the floor area of the dwelling unit, whichever is less, shall be
devoted to the home occupation.

2. The home occupation shall be conducted entirely within the principal dwelling unit or in a permitted
accessory building thereto, and in no event shall such use be apparent from any public way.

3. There shall be no signs, no exterior display, no exterior storage of materials, and no other indication of
the home occupation or variation from the residential character of the principal building.

4. No mechanical, electrical, or other equipment that produces noise, electrical or magnetic interference,
vibration, heat, glare or other nuisance outside the residential or accessory structure shall be used.

5. No home occupation shall be permitted which is noxious, offensive, or hazardous by reason of
vehicular traffic, generation or emission of noise, vibration, smoke, dust or other particulate matter,
odorous matter, heat, humidity, glare, refuse, radiation, or other objectionable emissions.

6. Any need for parking generated by the home occupation shall be off-street. The Zoning Administrator
shall determine the number of parking spaces required based on the parking provisions of this
section.

7. No business vehicle shall be used in connection with the home occupation for delivery of goods to or
from the premises. This provision does not preclude the delivery of mail or packages by the Postal
Service or other private delivery service.

8. A maximum of one vehicle used in conjunction with the home occupation is permitted to be kept,
garaged, or stored at the residence.

9. There shall be no merchandise or commodity sold upon the premises.
10. If the home occupation employs persons other than the family members residing in the dwelling used
for the home occupation, such other employees shall not work in the dwelling used for the home

occupation.

11. Such occupation shall not require internal or external alterations or construction features or
equipment or machinery not customary in residential areas.

12. The activity shall not generate traffic beyond that which is normal in its district.
